MR. VINCENT HUNG VU
1935 - 2022
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Mr. Vincent Hung Vu was born on June 30,1935 to San and Chien Vu in the village of Du Hiéu in the
province of Nam Dinh in North Vietnam. He was one of 11 children. In 1954, when Vietnam was divided
into North and South according to the Geneva Accords, he immigrated to South Vietnam. In 1957, he was
accepted into the National Military Academy in Pa Lat and was commissioned as an active duty Second
Lieutenant upon graduation and thus began his illustrious military career.

While on training orders in the idyllic city of Da Lat, he met the love of his life, Cao Kim Tan. They mar-
ried in 1961 at the Cathedral of Pa Lat and were blessed with 5 children.

During the 18 years that he served in the Republic of Vietnam military, he was twice selected for special-
ized training in the United States and served in multiple posts on all of Vietnam’s warfronts from 1959-
1974. Among his most important roles were Commanding Officer for the Batallion of Strategic Warfare,
Deputy Chief of Staff at the Quang Trung Training Center for Strategic Warfare and ultimately achieving
the rank of Lieutenant Colonel.

In 1975, just days after the fall of Saigon, Vincent and his family escaped Vietnam and settled in Portland,
Oregon in August. In his new home, Vincent continued serving his community as a social worker for the
State of Oregon, helping other fellow Vietnamese immigrants make their homes in Portland. He continued
to serve in this role until his retirement in 1998.

Vincent was a devout Catholic and an active member of Our Lady of Lavang Parish. As a parish council
leader, Vincent helped establish and grow this young parish into the keystone for Vietnamese Catholics
in Portland and surrounding communities. In 1988, he was instrumental in the effort to seek and obtain
canonization of 117 Vietnamese Martyrs in Rome. Most notably, he was one of the producers for a film
documenting this momentous event. Even in his later years, Vincent continued on as a long-time member
of the Our Lady of Lavang, working to ensure the well-being and growth of the parish that was so impor-
tant to him.

Nothing though, was more important or joyous to Vincent than his family. While Vincent and Kim enjoyed
spending quiet days at home with the occasional trips to their favorite grocery stores, they loved the chaos
of a house full of kids and grandkids on holidays and Sundays even more. Vincent was blessed with 12
grandchildren who he loved unconditionally and who gave him such gleeful energy. They will remember
him adoringly for his humor, lighthearted conversations, and love of beer.

After a full life, it is clear that the foundation of Vincent’s life was built upon a commitment to his people
and his family. Through serving in the military, working as a social worker and through his extensive
involvement at Our Lady of Lavang Parish, Vincent represented his heart and passion for the Vietnamese
community. Similarly, his outstanding commitment and love to his family represents a joy those closest to
him will cherish forever. Ultimately, Vincent lived his life to the fullest, pursuing his passion of caring for
the people he loves the most: the Vietnamese community and his family.
